Money  supply  (M1)   expanded   by
AED 3.40 billion (6.6%) at the end of the
second quarter of 2003, reaching AED 54.61
billion, against AED 51.21 billion, at the end of
the first quarter of 2003.

A review of the components of money
supply (M1) indicates that monetary deposits
increased by AED 3.50 billion (9.2%) to reach
AED 41.54 billion, Meanwhile currency with
the public decreased by AED 91 million (0.7%)
to reach AED 13.07 billion.

Private domestic liquidity (M2) increased
during the second quarter of 2003 by AED 2.42
billion (1.3%), reaching AED 183.36 billion, As
a result of the above mentioned increase in
money supply. Meanwhile quasi-monetary
depositsdecreased by AED 988 million (0.8%)
to reach AED 128.75 billion, against AED
129.74 billion at the end of the previous quarter.

(C) Overall Liquidity (M3)

Overall liquidity (M3) rose by AED 3.84
billion (1.7%) to reach AED 226.10 billion,
owing to the increase in (M2) as mentioned, and
the increase in the government deposits by AED
1.42 billion (3.4%), to reach AED 42.74 billion
against AED 41.32 billion, at the end of first
quarter of 2003.

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As a result, the net foreign assets of the
banking sector decreased by AED 3.36 billion
(2.6%) to reach AED 126.02 billion.

An analysis of net foreign assets of the
banking sector shows that the net foreign assets
of the Monetary Authority increased by AED 712
million (1.4%) to reach AED 52.65 billion,
against AED 51.94 billion, at the end of the
previous quarter.  Meanwhile, the net foreign
assets of banks decreased by AED 4.06 billion

Third: The Aggregated Balance Sheet
of Banks

The aggregated balance sheet of banks
increased by AED 3.87 billion (1.2%) during the
second quarter of 2003, reaching AED 334.74
billion, against AED 330.88 billion, at the end of
the first quarter of 2003.

On the assets side, domestic credit and
investment increased by AED 7.85 billion (4.4%)
to reach AED 184.82 billion. Cash and deposits
with the Central Bank increased by AED 973
million (3.8%) to reach AED 26.32 billion.
Unclassified assets also increased by AED 199
million (2.4%) to reach AED 8.53 billion.
Meanwhile, foreign assets decreased by AED
