Delegation to the Far East has started in
Tokyo — Japan on 12 November 2007,
Headed by H.E. Suitan Bin Nasser Al
Suwaidi — Governor of the Central Bank
and Chairman of National Anti-Money
Laundering Committee of the UAE.

The Delegation met with H.E. Toshihiko
Fukui - Governor of Bank of Japan
(Japanese Central Bank), H.E. the
Governor of Japan Bank for International
Cooperation - JBIC, H.E. the Vice
Minister of Finance, Director General of
the Organized Crime Department at the
National Police Agency and officials
from the Japanese Financial Intelligence
Unit, Ministry of Justice, Ministry of
Foreign Affairs, Customs Bureau at the
Ministry of Finance and some major
banks and investment companies.

The meetings attended by H.E. Saeed Ali
Al-Nowais — UAE Ambassador to Japan
and members of the National Anti-Money
Laundering Committee  representing
Ministry of Interior, Ministry of Justice,
Ministry of Finance and Industry, Central
Bank of the UAE, UAE Financial
Unit, Federal

economic departments in the UAE.
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Enhancement of cooperation with the
Japanese authorities in banking and
investments was highlighted in the
meetings through exchange of visits and
the existence of Japanese financial
institutions in the UAE, to participate in
the developmental projects. Also, it was
agreed on the need to cooperate on
combating money laundering, fraud and
terrorist financing, and discussing signing
of memorandums of understanding
between the competent authorities of the
two countries, regarding legal
cooperation and exchange of information.

Tokyo is the first station within the tour
of the Committee’s Delegation to some
Far East countries, which is done for the
purpose of an outreach and exchange of
expertise on Anti-Money Laundering and
Combating of Terrorist Financing
(AML/CFT). The Delegation is also
planning to visit Seoul — South Korea and
Beijing - China, where the Delegation
will meet with the concerned authorities
and  government institutions  re
AML/CFT, in the said countries.
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
